(A)  2021-2022 Annual Budget Resolution # 157-07-21—Director Banas made a motion to approve the 2021-22 Annual Budget Resolution #157-08-21.  Director Sholes seconds the motion. Vote by Roll-call: Mr. Banas, I, Ms. Koehn, I, Ms. Miles, I, Mr. Sholes, I.  The motion carries unanimously.
(B) Contract renewal for fiscal services provided bt ESD 113 $7200.00.—Director Koehn made a motion to renew the contract for fiscal services with ESD.  Director Sholes seconds the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
(C) New Hires two Certificated elementary teachers, Alicia Canham (2/3), Charity Jolly (4/5), and Rob Lindsey Head cook position, Rich Brock, from temporary to full-time.
